1. List of proposed materials with recycled content. Indicated pre-consumer and postconsumer content.
Product data and certification letter indicating percentage of recycled content for both pre-consumer and post-consumer content.
Recycled content is defined in accordance with the International Organization for Standardization document, ISO 14021 Environmental labels and declarations.
1. Post-consumer material — waste materials diverted from the waste stream after consumer or commercial use.
1. Pre-consumer material — materials diverted from the waste stream during the manufacturing process. Excluded are regrind, rework, and scrap.
1. Product Data: Submit product data, including manufacturer’s guide specifications product sheet, for specified products.
1. Shop Drawings: Submit shop drawings showing layout, profiles and product components, including anchorage, accessories, finish colors, patterns, and textures.
1. Samples: Submit selection and verification samples for finishes, colors, and textures.

1. Test Reports: Certified test reports showing compliance with specified performance characteristics and physical properties.
Certificates: Product certificates signed by manufacturer certifying materials comply with specified performance characteristics, criteria, and physical requirements.

Manufacturer’s Field Reports: Manufacturer’s field reports specified herein.
1. Closeout Submittals: Submit the following:
1. Operation and Maintenance Data: Operation and maintenance data for installed products in accordance with Division 1 Closeout Submittals (Maintenance Data and Operational Data) Section. Include methods for maintaining installed products and precautions against cleaning materials and methods detrimental to finishes and performance.
Warranty: Warranty documents specified herein.
1.06	QUALITY ASSURANCE
1. Qualifications:
1. Installer Qualifications: Installer experienced in performing work of this section who has specialized in installation of work similar to that required for this project.
Certificate: When requested, submit certificate, indicating qualification.
1. Manufacturer’s Qualifications: Manufacturer capable of providing field service representation during construction and approving application method.
